If you have the CD that came with your USB Diagnostics kit, the drivers are on the CD.
If you do not have your CD, you may download the drivers from Weldon’s website. Go
to www.weldoninc.com and press the V-MUX Files tab. In the Driver Updates section,
there is a file named USBDrivers.zip which you must download and unzip to a directory
on your hard drive. Remember where you unzipped the drivers to, because you will need
this information at a later point.

At this point, connect your USB Transceiver to the computer. Windows should detect the
new hardware attached and start the Found New Hardware Wizard automatically.
